How to Close the Panniers

1. Close and lock the pannier case in reverse order of
opening.
e Be careful not to have stored items pinched
when the pannier case is closed.

How to Install the Panniers
1. Install the rear carrier (sold separately).
e Perform this step on CRF1100A/D only.
2. Install the pannier stay (sold separately).
3. Install the left pannier case as shown.

¢ First install the two bosses, then install the
two cams.

¢ |nstallation can be done when the key is in
lock or unlock position.

e When the pannier case can not be installed,
check the lever for proper installation.

4. Make sure that the indicators in front and behind the
pannier stay are green.
e When the indicator is red, the pannier case
is not securely installed. Remove the pannier
case and reinstall it.

6. Check that the left pannier case is installed securely
by shaking the left pannier case taking care not to
knock the motorcycle down.

e The left pannier case can come off during
riding unless it is mounted securely.

How to Remove the Panniers
1. Remove the cap as shown.

* Make sure that the pannier stay indicator is
red after pulling the lever.

4. Remove the panniers in the reverse order of
installation.

How to Store the Pannier Inner bag

1. Open the pannier case and store the pannier inner
bag.

2. Close the pannier case.

¢ Be careful not to have the stored item pinched
when the pannier case is closed.
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
