¢ Disconnect the negative (-) cable from the battery

before installing this accessory.

The memories clock memory will be erased when
you disconnect the battery. Reset the memories after
reconnecting the battery.

Reinstall the removed parts on the motorcycle and
make sure that the wires and harnesses are not
pinched.

Trim the excess ends off the wire ties after attaching
them to the wire harnesses.
